Objectives of the Scheme: 

1. To encourage young scientists and technologists who have a zeal to work with the 

society to provide scientific solution to the existing/futuristic problems. 

2. To foster innovative ideas having direct bearing on society, as well as visible technology 

transfer component.  

Eligibility:  

1. M.Sc./PhD in any stream of Science and Technology.  

2. Age 35 years. Relaxation of 5 years for Women and Differently-abled (Divyangjan)
